· have completed a MAC Learning & Participation Course (to advanced level if applicable) in the appropriate discipline 
· and/or been involved in a MAC project 
· and/or have a relationship with MAC through a programme area and can provide a staff member as a referee (this will be a currently employed MAC tutor, technician or Producer). 
· The applicant must demonstrate a relevant level of experience and be confident to work in MAC studios without direct supervision, tuition or guidance. 

The Individual Artist Pass application is for individual pass users only and is not transferable.
